(d) Electrical Power Req:  600A, 208 Three Phase in Y configuration

(e) Crane:  30,000 lbs capacity - shore side crane acceptable

(f) Forklift:  Versa lift type forklift with 40 ft reach, 8000 lbs capacity on board vessel

(g) Speed:  Transit 10-15 kts; Operating 5-7 kts all Sea State 5

(h) Security Clearance:  Crew USA citizenship; Officers - Secret

(i) Owner to identify specific frequencies and RF power for ALL communication and navigational equipment that will be in use aboard the vessel during the mission.

Government Furnished Equipment (GFE):

The following is a list of GFE which will be loaded aboard the ship:

(a) Two (2) antennas requiring a minimum operational area of 36 feet in diameter

(b) Two (2) TM equipment shelters in a side-by-side configuration, combined being 35 feet by 20 feet

(c) Two (2) mobile power subsystems.  The generators are certified to U.S. EPA Nonroad Source Emission Standards, CFR 40, are low exhaust emission engines and have dual-wall fuel tanks.  The operational area requirement for each of the mobile power subsystems is 35 feet by 10 feet, excluding the cable runs between shelters.

(d)
One (1) SeaTel system, a 2.4 meter sea stabilized system housed in a 12 foot diameter radome.  The SeaTel unit has an operational area requirement of 20 feet by 20 feet, excluding the cable runs between shelters.  The SeaTel antenna/radome requires a 14 feet by 20 feet pad for mounting to.
